1. REVIEW: PEACE IN MARRIAGE

A. SONG: “THROUGH IT ALL”

B. NOTE: WE SPEND SO MUCH TIME AND ENERGY TRYING TO CHANGE OUR
CIRCUMSTANCES THAT WE FORGET THAT WE CAN HAVE GOD’S PEACE IN
OUR CIRCUMSTANCES!

. IN ORDER TO OVERCOME SOMETHING, YOU HAVE TO HAVE SOMETHING TO

OVERCOME.
A. PEACE IS ALWAYS TIED TO OVERCOMING SOMETHING.

1. You won’t truly KNOW that you have THE PEACE OF GOD UNTIL
SOMETHING GOES WRONG... BECAUSE ANYONE CAN FEEL PEACEFUL
WHEN EVERYTHING IS RIGHT.

B. THE SECRET TO COVERING QUR FEET WITH THE PEACE OF GOD IS FOUND
iN THE GOSPEL

1. We have been instructed to PUT ON, “THE PREPARATION OF THE GOSPEL OF
PEACE”

2. The Greek word for “gospel” is “euangelion”, which simply translated
means “GOOD NEWS.” |
a. The literal translation of “euangelion” is NEWS THAT IS SO GOOD, IT

ISTOO GOOD TO BE TRUE!
b. “THE GOSPEL of PEACE” is PEACE that is “TOO GOOD TO BE TRUE"!

3. At the HEART of the GOSPEL is the DEATH AND RESSURECTION OF
JESUS as the SUBSTITUTE FOR OUR SINS... BUT there is more to it than
that.

a. Most people apply the GOSPEL only to what it takes to get to
HEAVEN; however, the GOSPEL also has an awful lot to do with LIFE
ON EARTH.

b. Romans 5:6-10 (NASB) For while we were still helpless, at the right time Christ
died for the ungodly. For one will hardly die for a righteous man; though
perhaps for the good man someone would dare even to die. But God
demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were yet sinners, Christ
died for us. Much more then, having now been justified by His blood, we shall be
saved from the wrath of God through Him. For if while we were enemies we
were reconciled to God through the death of His Son, much more, having been
reconciled, we shall be saved by His life.

c. In other words, we are SAVED FOR HEAVEN THROUGH CHRIST’S
DEATH... B U T Jesus is also DELIVERING QUR LIVES ON EARTH
THROUGH HIS LIFE, and HIS WORD.
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d. We are FAMILIAR WITH the GOSPEL OF CHRIST’S DEATH. What we
have OFTEN MISSED is the GOSPEL OF JESUS’ LIFE.
C. When you accepted Jesus, you were JUSTIFIED. HOWEVER, the rest of your
time on earth, you are being SANCTIFIED.
1. 1 Thessalonians 5:23 (NASB) Now may the God of peace Himself sanctify you

entirely; and may your spirit and soul and body be preserved complete, without
blame at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.

a. NOTE THE ORDER THAT GOD SANCTIFIES...

1) SPIRIT :

2) SOUL... MIND, WILL, AND EMOTIONS

3) BODY

b. Your SOUL has become DISTORTED through:

1) The CONSEQUENCES OF YOUR OWN SIN.

2) The EFFECT THAT OTHER’S SIN has had on you.

3) By THE WAY YOU WERE RAISED.

4) By WHAT YOUR PEERS HAVE SAID OR DONE to you.

5) Bythe MEDIA and CULTURE.

. 6) By the THINGS YOU LEARNED IN SCHOOL.
( i c. Your DAMAGED SOUL is rubbing off on the BODY, and the BODY is
simply ACTING AS AN EXPRESSION OF THAT DAMAGE.

1) Everyone views LIFE through the LENS OF A DISTORTED SOUL.

D. RELIGION works from the BODY FIRST (EXTERNAL).
E. GOD works from the SPIRIT FIRST (INTERNAL), then to the SOUL, and
finally to the BODY.

1. Soooe... if you want your BODY TO BE VICTORIOUS IN SPIRITUAL
WARFARE, BEGIN by getting your SOUL TO BE VICTORIOUS IN
SPITIRITUAL WARFARE.

a. And if you want your SOUL TO BE VICTORIOUS IN SPIRITUAL
WARFARE, BEGIN by feeding and NOURISHING THE SPIRIT
IMPLANTED WITHIN YOU WITH THE WORD OF GOD.

1) INSTEAD OF NOURISHING OUR SPIRIT WITH THE WORD OF GOD,
many of us go to a COUNSELOR or READ “HOW TO"” BOOKS and
try to UNDERSTAND what WE NEED TO DO TO CHANGE OUR
SOULS.

i. NOTE: CHRISTIAN COUNSELORS CAN BE A GREAT SORCE OF

HELP.
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b. BUT... GOD GIVES PEACE all by Himself, and He STARTS THE
PROCESS right INSIDE YOUR SPIRIT.

F. Hereis HOW IT WORKS:

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YOU READ, STUDY, MEDITATE, and MEMORIZE PRETINANT PARTS OF

GOD’S WORD.

THEN THE HOLY SPIRIT RELEASES THAT TRUTH — what you might call

the DNA of God — into your SPIRIT.

Your SPIRIT then DELIVERS GOD’S TRUTH it to your SOUL.

THEREFORE, you must START by' REPLACING THE DISTORTIONS within

your SOUL WITH THE TRUTH OF GOD. .

a. THE TRUTH IS THE ONLY THING THE SPIRIT AND THE SOUL CAN
AGREE UPON.

The ONLY WAY TO EXPERIENCE TRUE and AUTHENTIC PEACE IS TO

SUBMIT YOUR MIND, W_II:_I:, AND EMOTIONS... YOUR SQUL... TO THE

TRUTH OF GOD FOUND IN HIS WORD.

THEN YOUR SOUL RELEASES GOD’S WORD INTO OUR BODY, TELLING

IT HOW TO ACT.

7. ONLY THEN CAN WE CAN EXPERIENCE THE PEACE OF GOD!

The FACTS you see, OR the TRUTH that may not be so readily visible to

a. Your SQUL is telling you, “Hey, you're broke. They're going to turn off
your lights and kick you out of your house.”

b. Your SPIRIT is telling you, “God will provide for your NEEDS.”

Putting on THE SHOES OF PEACE means aligning your SOUL under the

rule of your SPIRIT which is under the TRUTH of GOD.

a. WE MUST EXCHANGE OUR SQUL’S PERSPECTIVE on our
CIRCUMSTANCES with what our SPIRIT KNOWS to be TRUE.
